Classes are offered in the following skill 
areas:

• Speaking and listening;

• Structure (English grammar); and

• Learning Laboratory -- a laboratory utilizing computers and 
other audio-visual aids. Students use specialized ESL software, 
receive individualized attention and are given customized internet 
assignments.

The program also provides weekly conversation practice with 
conversation partners and assistance in essay and research paper 
preparation.
